	Learning Objectives 

I can create a piece of artwork based on JW Turner’s Style using a range of techniques. 
	Resources 

· Children’s paintings from last session 
· Powerpoint of Turner’s paintings and ships of the era. 
· A5 card

· Pastels and pencils

· Scissors

· Glue sticks. 

	Curriculum Objectives

	Introduction
Ask children to recap on what they know about Turner. Make a class mindmap of facts about his life. 

Review the list of things that all of his pictures have in common. Today we are going to focus on the ships and boats and creating our own. 

Look at the pictures by Turner on the Powerpoint and discuss as you go the different styles from rowing boats to cargo ships. Do they all have people on them? Look at the other pictures and photos of ships from the era and discuss certain features: made of strips of wood, masts, sails, rudder, flags etc. 

	Activity 

Discuss that they need to choose what type of boat/ ship they are going to include. Stick to only one each. Model how to draw it using sketching, discussing as you go how to hold the pencil, how hard to press etc. Now discuss that we are going to colour it. The children can choose to use pencils or pastels. Model how to use these. 

The children are now going to create their own versions at their tables using A5 art paper (it might be best to split the class in half and have half doing something else whilst they wait to achieve best results.) The boats will later be cut out when they are completed and stuck onto their background. 

	Plenary (indicating how key ideas will be drawn together)

Put out all of the pictures on the tables and all have a walk around, having a look at each other’s work. Who do you all think did it really well? The boats can be cut out carefully by the children, making sure there are no white bits and then stuck onto the backgrounds. Think about where we are going to place them and how we are going to need to leave room for the sea. They will need to be stuck on about a third of the way up. Are you going to put it on straight or at an angle as it is on a wave?
