PRESENTATION


The outdoor role play area will be set up as a dinosaur museum for the first half of the term and then as a castle for the second half of the term. The area will be interactive with levels of challenge which are relevant to the children’s stage of development.








Understanding of Faith Belief and Cultures


The children will be learning a little about the word Salvation and how it links to Jesus’ name.  Easter is very important in the ‘big story’ of the Bible and the children will be continuing to try to understand more about why Easter is so important to in our weekly RE sessions.  The children will continue to explore their own thoughts and beliefs during our worship sessions and have made a great start during our Christian Distinctiveness Week. In PSHE the children will be setting themselves new targets and planning strategies for how best to achieve these.











Speaking, Listening, Reading & Writing


This term, the children will continue to build up their writing stamina.  They will be learning some new grammar as well as revising what they have already learnt.  Y2 will begin by learning how to use joining words to join different parts of sentences whilst Y1 are focussing on capital letters as well as the use of a capital letter for the pronoun ‘I’. Their big focus will also be letter formation in readiness for joining.  The children will use a range of non-fiction and fiction texts.  In reading, the children are focussing heavily on inference skills and Y2 will be practising writing answers to comprehension questions. There will be a mix of guided and independent work in both year groups with an emphasis on self-assessment, self-checking and revising their own work.








Possible Activities


The ‘Daily Dashboard’ means that the children have time each day to work on skills such as time, weather, seasons, dates, reading temperature, comparing temperature, plotting graphs and comparing data.


Ask your children about this or pop in and see for yourself.


Using equipment and resources children will explore place value and the value of numbers using measure and units. Children will investigate the height of dinosaurs.








PE, Growth and Health


The children will continue with their daily PE sessions in which they are able to practise the fundamental skills that they need.  Class 1 continue to learn through action songs and dance as well as their weekly yoga session on a Thursday.

Trip to Seaton Jurassic, fossil hunting on the beach.








Mathematical Development 


With our Y2 SATs due in May the children will be working on problem solving and strategies for answering calculations.  Some of the areas that we will be working on this term are comparing and ordering numbers (up to and beyond 100 for Y2 and up to 50 for Y1). We will be looking at counting in many different ways and using many different units such as money, measure, mass, capacity and volume, solving missing number problems, number fact families to 20. We will have a big focus on place value using it to help us add and subtract 1 and 2 digit numbers.  Finally, we will be counting in 2s,5s and 10s (and 3s for Y2), and working on problem solving involving multiplication and division (sharing) 


The children will continue to develop their counting, ordering and sequencing numbers, and reading and writing numbers both in numerals and words linked to tasks involving measuring. They will continue to learn number bonds to support their mental/oral recall. The children will be working with money, learning to recognise coins/understand value. They will work with multiplication and division. 








Possible Activities


Art/Design and Technology 


folding and joining paper to make a pop up dinosaur book.


using clay to create fossils as well as tiles for the worship area.


creating shoebox churches and synagogues.


Music


Using nursery rhymes and other well-known songs to explore tempo and rhythm.








Creative Development


(Art, D&T, Music, Role Play)


 As well as being able to work in our role play area, the children will be able to learn about various art and design techniques, in addition to learning and applying musical knowledge in a range of activities. 





Possible Activities


Grouping, sorting, hanging and shaping materials.


Changing the shapes of objects made from different materials. 


Identifying materials that can be changed by the actions of squashing, bending, twisting and stretching, and link these actions with the properties of the materials that allow them to be changed. 


Working with different materials to investigate the effect of heat and will focus on water an ice as they complete a melting investigation.


Finding out where on earth the dinosaurs lived. 


Learn about the fascinating creatures that inhabited the Earth and study fossils.


Investigate famous 18th Century palaeontologists including Mary Anning and William Buckland


Explore fossil footprints, ice age creatures, dinosaurs, their eggs, behaviour and extinction.


As we move forward along our homemade timeline, the children will look at the differences between Norman and Medieval castles. 


Write a diary entry to describe life in a castle and prepare job descriptions to advertise positions within the castle.   


Study the geography of the local area to learn more about the features of the Jurassic Coast.





Geography, History, Science


The focus will be changes over time. The children will learn about our planet during the time of the dinosaurs and study some famous palaeontologists.  


After half term, the children will be learning about castles and the people who lived in them.











ICT Activities


The children will complete a series of challenges to collect their colours (awards) and then use these to contribute towards creating a cyber-safety rainbow, the children will understand the meaning of staying safe online and the importance of keeping personal information and passwords safe. By using the Internet to complete research about dinosaurs, they will learn how to find safe and reliable content, who to go to for help and how to enjoy safely the many opportunities the Internet has to offer.  Using their research the children will create a dinosaur fact file using PicCollage. The children will use programmable toys acting as treasure hunters!
