	Activity Title:
	A Picnic Lunch

	Date:
	
	Organisation:
	Inside table-based activity suitable for small groups of about 4 children.

	Learning Intention:
	Confident to talk to other children when playing, and will communicate freely about own home and community. (PS&ED: SC&SA: 30-50)

	Key Questions: 
	Key Vocabulary:

	What was in the picnic basket in the story?

What happened to Mr Grinling’s lunch?

What would you like in your picnic basket?
What is your favourite food?
How many things have you got in your basket? How many more can you have?

Is your basket the same/different to mine? How?
Is your picnic lunch healthy? How could we make it even healthier?
	Picnic, lunch, basket, same, different, seagull, lighthouse, healthy, balanced.
Food names: sandwich, roll, rice, pasta, salad, apple, orange, pear, banana, grapes, crisps, cake, yoghurt, milk, juice, water, sausages, chicken, biscuits, cheese.

	Resources:
	‘The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch’ storybook by Ronda and David Armitage, a picnic basket, play food, A Picnic Lunch Resource Pack (containing Picnic Basket Sheet and Picnic Basket Food Pictures)

	Adult Role(s):

	· Read the children the story ‘The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch’ by Ronda and David Armitage.
· Look at the basket in the story and the types of food Mrs Grinling packs for Mr Grinling’s lunch. Have the children ever had a picnic before? What did they eat/drink?
· Ask the children what types of foods they like to eat. Discuss everyone having different likes and dislikes. Healthy choices can also be discussed.
· Give the children their own Picnic Basket Sheet. Show the children that it would be important to write their name on the basket so we know whose lunch is inside! Just like in the story when Hamish had his name on the basket so that Mr Grinling knew Hamish was inside!
· Encourage each child to write their name on the front of their basket. Encourage the children to use a name card/adult’s writing as a guide to copy each letter or allow them to trace over an adult’s writing written in yellow felt tip pen.
· Then ask the children to think about what they would like for lunch in their picnic basket. Show the children the play food and basket and choose some to go inside. Tell the children that only five things can fit inside otherwise they would fall out/be too heavy!
· Encourage each child to choose a selection of five foods to put into their basket. What would they like for their picnic lunch? Is anything the same as their friends’ choices? Ask each child to choose which five foods they would like in their picnic basket and to stick pictures of their choices onto their basket sheet. Encourage the children to think about healthy/balanced choices – for example it is ok to have a small amount of cake in your basket but what else should be included to make it balanced/healthy?
· Share or display the finished baskets. Discuss any similarities and differences between the choices of foods. What was the most popular food to be included in the basket? Also demonstrate reading the name labels to see who the basket belongs to –e.g. ‘Whose basket is this? Let’s see what they would like for their picnic lunch!’

	Differentiation/Opportunities for Challenge:

Some children may need more adult support to write their name on their basket. Using name cards or tracing should help and pencil grips can be used to further aid pencil grip and control. Challenge the children to make picnic basket lunches using set criteria for example ‘Teddy would like a picnic lunch with three different fruits and a drink and a cake.’ ‘Can you make Teddy’s lunch?’ ‘How else could you make it?’

	Ideas for Extension into Continuous Provision:

Provide the play food and small baskets for children to use during story telling and role play activities. Use the Picture Dictionary Food and Drinks Word Cards Pack to encourage the children to extend their vocabulary by learning the names of different foods.


	Opportunities for Observation and Assessment:

	PS&ED: Making Relationships

	(30-50) Can play in a group, extending and elaborating play ideas, e.g. building up a role-play activity with other children.

(30-50) Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.

(40-60) Initiates conversations, attends to and takes account of what others say.

(40-60) Explains own knowledge and understanding, and asks appropriate questions of others.

	PS&ED: Managing Feelings and Behaviour

	(30-50) Aware of own feelings, and knows that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings.

(30-50) Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others.

(40-60) Understands that own actions affect other people, for example, becomes upset or tries to comfort another child when they realise they have upset them.

	C&L: Listening and Attention

	(30-50) Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.

(30-50) Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.

	C&L: Understanding

	(30-50) Responds to simple instructions, e.g. to get or put away an object.

(30-50) Beginning to understand ‘why’ and ‘how’ questions.

(40-60) Listens and responds to ideas expressed by others in conversation or discussion.

	C&L: Speaking

	(22-36) Uses language as a powerful means of widening contacts, sharing feelings, experiences and thoughts.

(30-50) Beginning to use more complex sentences to link thoughts (e.g. using and, because).

(30-50) Uses vocabulary focused on objects and people that are of particular importance to them.

(30-50) Builds up vocabulary that reflects the breadth of their experiences.

(40-60) Extends vocabulary, especially by grouping and naming, exploring the meaning and sounds of new words.

(40-60) Uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in play situations.

	PD: Moving and Handling

	(30-50) Holds pencil between thumb and two fingers, no longer using whole-hand grasp.

(30-50) Holds pencil near point between first two fingers and thumb and uses it with good control.

(30-50) Can copy some letters, e.g. letters from their name.

(40-60) Begins to form recognisable letters.

(40-60) Uses a pencil and holds it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

(ELG) Children handle equipment and tools effectively, including pencils for writing.

	PD: Health and Self-care

	(40-60) Eats a healthy range of foodstuffs and understands need for variety in food.

(40-60) Shows some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health.

(ELG) Children know the importance for good health of physical exercise, and a healthy diet, and talk about ways to keep healthy and safe.

	L: Reading

	(22-36) Has some favourite stories, rhymes, songs, poems or jingles.

(30-50) Listens to and joins in with stories and poems, one-to-one and also in small groups.

(30-50) Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.

(30-50) Beginning to be aware of the way stories are structured.

(30-50) Suggests how the story might end.

(30-50) Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.

(30-50) Describes main story settings, events and principal characters.

(30-50) Shows interest in illustrations and print in books and print in the environment.

(30-50) Recognises familiar words and signs such as own name and advertising logos.

(30-50) Knows information can be relayed in the form of print.

(30-50) Holds books the correct way up and turns pages.

	(22-36) Distinguishes between the different marks they make.
(30-50) Sometimes gives meaning to marks as they draw and paint.

(30-50) Ascribes meanings to marks that they see in different places.

(40-60) Gives meaning to marks they make as they draw, write and paint.

(40-60) Writes own name and other things such as labels, captions.

	M: Numbers

	(30-50) Uses some number names accurately in play.

(30-50) Knows that numbers identify how many objects are in a set.

(30-50) Compares two groups of objects, saying when they have the same number.

(30-50) Shows an interest in number problems.

(40-60) Counts up to three or four objects by saying one number name for each item.

(40-60) Counts out up to six objects from a larger group.

(40-60) Estimates how many objects they can see and checks by counting them.

	UtW: People and Communities

	(22-36) Learns that they have similarities and differences that connect them to, and distinguish them from, others.
(30-50) Shows interest in the lives of people who are familiar to them.
